Day Camp Daily Packing List: 
□ A bagged lunch (camp will provide 

coolers with ice packs each day) 
□ Water Bottle 
□ Backpack 
□ Required medications in original 

containers 
□ Layers such as a sweatshirt or light 

jacket 
□ Sunscreen 
□ Close-toed shoes such as tennis shoes 

or keens, not crocs 
□ Car seat (see MN state child passenger 

requirements to see if this applies to 
your child). Parents/guardians should 
install car seats in the camp van each 
morning. 

 
Optional Daily Packing List: 

□ Camera 
□ Hat for sun protection  

 
Do not bring: 

x Cell phones** 
x Smart watches**  
x Music players or video games** 
x Fireworks, knives, or weapons 
x Personal sports equipment, toys, or 

stuffed animals 
x Pets 

 
 

Overnight Packing List  
□ A sleeping bag and twin fitted sheet  
□ A pillow  
□ 1-2 pajamas  
□ 1-2 pair close-toed shoes such as tennis 

shoes or keens, not crocs*  
□ 2-4 pairs of shorts 
□ 1-2 pairs of long pants 
□ 1-2 long-sleeved shirts or sweatshirts 
□ 4-6 T-shirts 
□ 6 pairs of underwear 
□ 4-6 pairs of socks 
□ 1 swimming suit 
□ Rain jacket/pants or poncho 
□ 2 towels 
□ Personal toiletries 
□ A flashlight (headlamps are great) 
□ Water bottle 
□ Insect repellent and sunscreen  
□ Dressy-casual outfit for final banquet  
□ Required Medications in original containers 

 
Optional Packing List: 

□ A camera 
□ Hat for sun protection 
□ Journal and pen 
□ Stationery and stamps  
□ Books and small games  
□ Theme night costumes 

 
 Do Not Bring: 

x Cell phones** 
x Smart watches**  
x Music players or video games** 
x Fireworks, knives, or weapons 
x Personal sports equipment, toys 
x Pets 

 

*Flip-flop sandals, Crocs, or “slides” may be used for showers but not activities or walking around camp. If your camper does 
not have the correct footwear there may be activities that they will not be able to participate in for safety reasons.
